Hersby Seconday High School was one of the winning schools at the national session of 
the European Youth Parliament (EYP) that took place recently. This means that Hersby 
will be representing Sweden at the international session in Dublin in Ireland later on this 
autumn. 
 
Around 90 high school students and 20 teachers from all corners of Sweden gathered during 
three hectic days at the beginning of February, to discuss current questions regarding 
secondary high school education in Europe with especially invited students from abroad, to 
participate as delegates or jury members. Sweden’s Foreign Secretary, Mr Carl Bildt visited 
the session; he made a speech and then stayed to answer questions from the delegates.  
 
The sessions are not only an educational project and an experience, but also a competition 
where the winning schools are chosen to represent Sweden internationally. Apart from 
Hersby, three other secondary high schools, namely Frans Schartau and Kungsholmen from 
Stockholm and S:t Petri from Malmö will have  the honour to represent Sweden abroad. The 
winning team from Hersby consists of Fredrik Cavalli-Björkman, Nils Henckel, Mimi 
Söderblom, and Ludvig Persson. 
 
EYP is a religiously and politically independent organisation whose aim is to add a European 
dimension to high school education. This was the third session in Sweden, and it was 
organised mainly by Hersby students.
